While no single “test” can adequately capture that whole, complex picture, the San Diego Quick Assessment is one test that has stood up to
examination by numerous researchers. Originally devised by Margaret La Pray and Ramon Ross and published in the Journal of Readingin 1969,
SDQA is a list of words categorized by grade level.
